Finance – John Tuttle

· There is a new CPA on the division finance committee.  He has expressed concern about filing a consolidated form 990 (Return for Organization Exempt from Income Tax).  If we do file a consolidated return, we might have to report to each state comptroller.

· In the future each patrol might have to file their own form 990 if they collect more than $25,000 through fund raising efforts.

· Dues are not included, only donations.

Senior S&T / EMM – Bert Ebeling 

· To date there are two patrollers signed up for Senior S&T.

· No one is currently signed up for EMM.

· Normally we don’t find out how many are participating until just before the sessions begin.

· The schedule was reviewed and revised and will be updated on the Web-site.

· We need at least one person from each Patrol to attend the December 19 S&T Trainers Clinic at Toggenburg to get the latest information on S&T training requirements.

· Jon Wilson is working on setting up an enhancement seminar for snowboarding patrollers.  He is in contact with a nationally ranked snowboard instructor from Killington and will be establishing a date and soliciting for participants.

· This award is for assessment and care of injuries or illness that have a high potential to become life threatening in which the nominee has used training and skills learned in the Ski Patrol’s OEC course.
· This award is presented to a patroller or member of a team of patrollers whose heroic care does not quite meet the life saving requirements for a Purple or Blue Merit Star.

· This award will not require a physician’s documentation.  
· Patrols should be putting emphasis on the Eastern Division’s Patriot Star award.  
· This is a recent addition to the awards available in the Eastern Division.  
· It is awarded to active Patrollers who are, or have been, a member of the armed forces on active duty in a Combat Zone deployment.
